1. History

Information for GKS Applicants to Undergraduate Programs

Only female students can apply to our degree—seeking program.

As a University founded based on Christian values, chapel classes are conducted every semester. It
1s mandatory for undergraduate students to attend chapel and earn the required chapel credits as

specified in the University regulations in order to graduate.

. Students admitted through the GKS admission process are not allowed to change majors.

. Applicants admitted to undergraduate programs are required to acquire TOPIK level 4 or above prior

to graduation. (Exception: Division of International Studies)

. Starting from the academic year 2025, all incoming freshmen (Exception: Division of International

Studies) must be enrolled in the Global Scholars Program within the HOKMA College of General
Education for a minimum of one year (two semesters) after admission. During this period, students
are required to take Korean language and foundational general education courses. Students who do

not achieve TOPIK level 3 will be subject to restrictions in taking major courses.

. To enter their major field of study, students must complete one year (two semesters) in the Global

Scholars Program within the HOKMA College of General Education and achieve TOPIK Level 3 or its
equivalent.

Please note that all major courses in the Division of International Studies at Scranton College
(International Studies, Global Korean Studies) are conducted in English. With the exception of the
Division of International Studies, the proportion of courses taught in English may vary among majors
and more courses will be taught in Korean than English.

In the Division of International Studies, all major courses are conducted in English; however, a
number of mandatory liberal arts courses may be conducted in Korean.

The engineering education program in the Architectural has been accredited by the Accreditation
Board for Engineering Education of Korea (ABEEK); the architecture education program in the
Architecture major has been accredited by the Korea Architectural Accrediting Board. Upon entering
these programs, all students will be enrolled in the “Accreditation Programs” and details pertaining to
their completion or changes will be subject to the programs’ bylaws (subject to change according to
the result of the accreditation evaluation and conditions of the department).

The College of Business Administration has acquired Business Accreditation (valid until 2025) by the

Association to Advance Collegiate School of Business (AACSB) three consecutive times.

Submitted documents will not be returned.

If a misrepresentation is discovered during the application process, or the applicant is found to
have made any alterations to the application materials (including those submitted by a proxy) or
perpetrated any type of fraud, the applicant will be denied admission. If the applicant has already
registered, they will be asked to leave the University. This applies even if the fraudulence has had
no immediate effect on the applicant’s admission. The university may prohibit any and all such
applicants whose admission has been revoked due to this issue from reapplying in the future.

In the case of final selected GKS student, the original academic documents issued by schools
located in a country other than Korea (diploma/graduation certificates and transcripts) MUST be

submitted after completing the authentication by the Korean Embassy & Consulate in the country

their school is located in. In case of signatory states of the Hague Convention, applicants can
alternatively submit apostilled documents.

However, applicants who have graduated from a high school located in China must submit an
English version of their graduation certificate issued by the CHSI and academic transcript
confirmed by the he Korean Embassy & Consulate in China.
