History and Characteristics

Hankuk University of Foreign Studies (HUFS) is Korea's premier institution dedicated to
foreign language education, uniquely offering courses in 45 languages. Among these, 16
languages can only be studied at HUFS within Korea. Leveraging this extensive linguistic
and cultural expertise, HUFS encompasses diverse academic fields, including social
sciences, natural sciences, engineering, Al convergence, and analytics.

HUFS proudly ranks first in the QS Asia rankings for its high proportion of exchange
students. Each vyear, approximately 2,000 HUFS students study abroad at partner
universities worldwide, while about 3,700 international students study at HUFS.

As of July 2025, HUFS maintains active exchange partnerships with 685 universities and
institutions across 102 countries. These partnerships include prestigious institutions such
as the University of Pennsylvania and the University of California, Berkeley in the USA, the
University of Tokyo in Japan, SOAS University of London in the UK, Pompeu Fabra
University in Spain, and even the University of Nairobi in Africa. These collaborations
enable many HUFS students to pursue global educational opportunities.

Furthermore, HUFS attracts numerous international students through specialized
short-term programs (such as the International Summer Session), Korea's premier Korean
language education, structured mentor-mentee programs, and diverse interactions between
Korean and international students. These achievements reflect the combined efforts of
three dedicated units within the Office of International Affairs: the International Exchange
Team, the Office of International Admissions and Management, and the International
Student Support Center, all working together to cultivate globally-minded talent.

The Office of International Affairs remains committed to leading HUFS's
internationalization efforts, thereby contributing to the broader globalization of Korea. Our
goal is to continuously support and facilitate the realization of the visions and ambitions
of both HUFS students and international students alike.
